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President

As I look back on my six years as a Director of the
American Board of Endodontics, I am most impressed
by the huge amount of work that the Board has
accomplished in a relatively short period of time. I
began my Directorship during one of its darkest
moments: we were in the midst of a lawsuit that was
emotionally scarring and morally devastating for all
who were involved. Because there was no good way to
resolve the issue, we were forced to turn to the
Diplomates for quick and immediate financial help,
and the Diplomates came through - strongly and
graciously. Your response allowed us to begin the

process of growth and healing that continues to this
day.

During my tenure, because of the lawsuit and the
restrictions placed on our work by our legal advisors, I
have seen the Board go from being reactive to
proactive. Due to the hard work of past Directors
Zelikow, Osetek, Bernier, Hicks, Marshall, Rossman,
Ellison, and Bakland, the entire examination process
has been analyzed and reevaluated. Committees were
formed, consultants were hired, and work was begun to
utilize the latest tools and techniques to bring the
certification process up to current national standards.

It is my personal belief that one of the most
important things that a Diplomate can ever do is to
mentor a future Diplomate, and for that reason, I would
like you to know about some of the changes that have
been made. In general, both the written and oral
examinations have become more standardized through
the application of the scientific principles of test

Three New Directors Join the ABE

During the Annual Session of the AAE in May, Drs.

construction. The purpose of the written
exam has been clearly differentiated from
that of the oral exam: The written exam
tests didactic ability and the oral exam
tests for application of concepts to the
clinical setting. Under the past direction
of Leif Bakland and Ralph Bellizzi, the
Directors learned how to construct and
evaluate written questions. A data bank
of written questions has been established
by Bill Johnson, who now heads this
committee and would welcome your
input. Please send any suggestions for
questions that you might have to his
attention.

The oral examination process has
perhaps changed the most. Lamar Hicks
and Sandra Madison pioneered the new
format for the oral exam. An oral
question is acceptable only when the
answer does not lend itself to the written
format. Candidates are asked to tap their
knowledge and experience to answer
questions that could affect the clinical
outcome of treatment. The exam is now
longer and more standardized. It is
monitored and recorded in an attempt to
provide the highest level of objectivity
that is possible. = Under the current
direction of Hal Goodis, Directors are
trained in examination techniques and
question construction.

The saddest part of our
meeting at the Annual Session
of the AAE.........

The case history evaluation process
assures that the candidate remains
completely anonymous and that the
Directors are unaware of any other
evaluation. For the past four years,
Directors have attended workshops to
help standardize the evaluation of case
histories. = The Board has conducted
several Limited Attendance Seminars at
the Annual Sessions on case history
preparation. Every effort is made to
acquaint the candidate with the criteria
necessary for an acceptable case history
presentation. Drs. Zelikow, Rossman,

Goodis, and Madison have all influenced
the progress made in this area.

In addition to work on the
examinations, the Board has implemented
several new programs and policies in
recent years. The Fair Procedure Policy is
in effect. There is a written procedure
that a candidate can follow to appeal the
decision of the ABE. To encourage
candidates to become certified and
acquaint them with the process, Directors
have made themselves available to the
graduate programs throughout the US and
Canada. This Outreach Program has
been a huge success. Many alumni
groups have helped defray travel costs and
have combined this seminar with a
seminar related to the Director's expertise.
It is an excellent way for Diplomates to
mentor new candidates.

Recertification and the College of
Diplomates are two areas that are
currently on the planning table. We are
excited about the possibilities for
continuing education and renewal that
these concepts offer. More information
will be available after our November
meeting.

The saddest part of our meeting at the
Annual Session of the AAE is the
realization that someone's term as a
Director will expire. For most of us, to be
a Director is the highest honor and
accomplishment of our careers. This May
in Orlando, Lou Rossman and Leif
Bakland finished

were Drs. Jeff Hutter and Marshall
Peikoff. Both have excellent credentials
and will be of great service as the work of
the Board continues. Chuck Cunninghar —
was appointed in July to fill Dr. Bellizzi'.

The American Board of
Endodontics held its Spring
Meeting in conjunction with the
American Association of Endodontists
Annual Meeting in Orlando, Florida, May
6-10, 1995. In addition to the Business
Meeting, the Board conducted a workshop
on Case Histories Portfolio Evaluation
and Standardization and administered the
Oral Examination.

Seventeen (17) candidates took the
Oral Examination and all were successful
- 100%! The Directors of the ABE were
delighted with the results and wish to
officially = congratulate the newest
Diplomates. Thus far in 1995,
twenty-one (21) case history portfolios
have been reviewed. Seventeen (17) were
found acceptable, while four (4) were
found unacceptable. Of the four
candidates with unacceptable portfolios,
two (2) may resubmit their revised
portfolios and two (2) must reestablish
board eligibility due to time restrictions.

. The Credentials Committee reviewed

aree (3) preliminary applications and
thirty-nine  (39) final  applications
Compared to April, 1994, there were zero
(0) preliminary  applications and
seventeen (17) final applications. All
applications were approved.

In an attempt to inform endodontic
advanced education students about board
certification, Directors of the ABE have
visited thirty (30) programs during the
past three years. This outreach program
was designed to educate residents about
board certification, provide current
information about the examinations and
hopefully "de-mystify" the entire process.
